Generations of Grace:

The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, April 28, 2024
MESSAGE: Ananias and Sapphira lie to the Holy Spirit

PASSAGE: Acts 4:32-5:11

PRINCIPLE: The Holy Spirit unites and purifies the church.

ASK YOUR CHILD: What did Jesus send the Holy Spirit to do? Why were the believers united?
What kind of fruit did the Holy Spirit produce in them? Why did people call Joseph
“Barnabas”? How did Ananias and Sapphira pretend to be like Barnabas? What do you call
someone who pretends to be something they are not? What happened to them when they
lied? How did their deaths affect the church?

APPLY: Name someone you love a lot. What does that love look like? Do you want them to
be happy even more than you want your own happiness? Sharing with others shows love for
them. What does the way you share (or don’t share) show about your love? Why were the
believers so generous toward one another? How were Ananias and Sapphira the opposite of
Barnabas? When you do good, why do you do it? Consider areas of your life that do not show
a healthy fear of God or honor for His church. Confess, pray for help, and list some ideas for
changing these sinful tendencies.
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
