Generations of Grace:

The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, June 23, 2024
MESSAGE: The Philippians jailer is saved

PASSAGE: Acts 16:16-40

PRINCIPLE: The good news of salvation turns trouble into joy.

ASK YOUR CHILD: Why did Paul cast out the demon? Why were the slave girl’s owners so
angry? Why could Paul and Silas sing even in prison? Why was the jailer so upset that he
was going to kill himself? Why did God allow Paul and Silas to get thrown into jail? What
did the jailer have to do to be saved? What two things confirmed the jailer’s faith? Why
did Paul make the magistrates apologize?

APPLY: Why is it dangerous to accept support from wicked people? What are some ways
you have recently tried to use other people for your own benefit? What can you do to
make this right? Has something happened to you this week that you didn’t like? How
did you respond? With joy? What can give you joy even when things don’t go your way?
Is your life characterized by joy? If not, what can you do to increase in joy? Are you in the
middle of some kind of suffering now? How does this story give you hope?
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
